To any new members who 
have not yet registered and are not insured, you need to go the British Gymnastics website and register as a new 
member. For recreational gymnasts it is £24 as community members for the year. New members registered with 
another club need to go onto their account and add “Lincoln City Gymnastics Club” for their membership to be 
added to the club. Gymnasts competing in county and regional competitions need to be registered as competitive 
members. All our members must be registered and insured through British Gymnastics and the fee must be paid for 
membership to be effective.
